The Gift of Divine Mercy  
 

MERCY is a wonderful gift to give and to receive. 
You and I have the opportunity to receive DIVINE 
MERCY personally from God on Divine Mercy 
Sunday, April 11, 2010.   
 
Over the next few Sundays I will explain how Divine 
Mercy Sunday began. On February 22, 1931, 
Jesus began a series of appearances to Helen 
Kowalska, known as Sister (later Saint) Faustina. 
Jesus asked her to have a picture of Him painted, 
just as He appeared to her, His hand in blessing, 
and blue and red rays coming out of His heart.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
He said the blue ray stands for the water making 
souls righteous; and the red ray stands for the 
Blood which is the life of souls. We have this very 
image in our Adoration Chapel. Then Jesus told her 
something fantastic about His Divine Mercy:  
ñWhoever will go to confession and Holy 
Communion on that day will receive complete 
forgiveness of sin and punishment.ò  
 
He asked that Divine Mercy Sunday be preceded 
by a Novena to The Divine Mercy, beginning on 
Good Friday. He gave her an intention to pray each 
day, with the last intention being the most difficult: 
praying for the lukewarm and indifferent souls .  
 
These prayers and intentions will be made 
available to you prior to Good Friday. Divine Mercy 
Part II will tell what we specifically need to do to 
obtain Jesusô Divine Mercy.
