From Fatherôs Desk 

We have a lot for which to be thankful. Joe Mauer will be a 
Minnesota Twin for a long time. Brett Favre will come back as 
a quarterback for the Minnesota Vikings and pummel the 
Packers again. Winter is over. We all survived the forty days 
of Lent and are hopefully better because of it. It is now Easter 
and we get to celebrate for 50 days! 
 
Unfortunately, with the recent headlines about the Catholic 
Church and the scandals, it can be rather disconcerting for 
many Catholics. You have to wonder when this will all end. 
Archbishop Dolan from New York recently addressed this 
issue. This is what he said. 
 

ñWhat causes us Catholics to bristle is not only the 
latest revelations of sickening sexual abuse by priests, 
and blindness on the part of some who wrongly 
reassigned them ð such stories, unending though they 
appear to be, are fair enough, ð but also that the 
sexual abuse of minors is presented as a tragedy 
unique to the Church alone. 
 
That, of course, is malarkey.  Because, as we now 
sadly realize, nobody, nowhere, no time, no way, no 
how knew the extent, depth, or horror of this scourge, 
nor how to adequately address it. The sexual abuse of 
our young people is an international, cultural, societal 
horror.  It affects every religion, country, family, job, 
profession, vocation, and ethnic group. 
 
We Catholics have for a decade apologized, cried, 
reached out, shouted mea culpa, and engaged in a 
comprehensive reform that has met with widespread 
acclaim.  Weôve got a long way to go, and the reform 
still has to continue.ò 

 
So we continue to pray. Yet, in the midst of all this, I still can 
never thank God enough that I am part of the Catholic 
Church. You may be wondering, what is there to be proud of?
