From Fatherôs Desk 

I want to thank all of you for your great participation at the 
liturgies for the Easter Triduum. 
 
Whether you were at one or all of the liturgies, I hope it 
helped you worship our resurrected Lord with great devotion 
and joy. So many people played a role in helping with the 
liturgies. There is a lot of behind the scenes work that is done. 
Thanks to the staff and all the volunteers. 
 
I am also very proud of you for your response to the Catholic 
Services Appeal. To date, we have pledged and collected 
$34,234.  That is about 80% percent of the goal for our 
parish. You have exceeded my expectations. If you still have 
not pledged, there is still time. If you don’t have your 
envelope, give the Parish Office a call and we can send you 
one, or you can just mail your pledge directly to the Parish 
Office. 
 
On a completely different topic, there seems to be some 
confusion in regards to my visiting those who are in the 
hospital or sick at home. I am always willing to visit or to give 
someone the Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick. But in 
order for me to do that, someone needs to contact the Parish 
Office to let me know.  
 
Don’t assume because someone is on the prayer list that I will 
know they want a visit. If you are not on the prayer list, don’t 
assume that someone in the parish has told me. Nor should 
you assume I will see an article in the newspaper.  
 
Often I will find out after the person has left the hospital or 
when they are in a very critical condition. I don’t check the 
hospital everyday, and if the hospital does not contact me, I 
have no way of knowing. Please contact Preston at the front 
desk and he will make sure I get the message. If it is an 
emergency, let Preston know, and he will interrupt whatever I 
am doing. 
 
Finally, I am going on retreat this week to South Dakota. I am 
leaving Sunday afternoon and will return on Friday evening. I 
am going with four other priest friends. This is a silent retreat 
so most of the time will be in silence. The only time there will 
talking is when the priest who is leading the retreat gives his 
talk and during Mass. Otherwise, we eat, sleep, pray and rest 
in silence. I will make sure that I include all of you in my 
prayers.
